Welcome back to the South Wales Art Society. As ever, we have some exciting events and announcements for your attention.

We would like to welcome our new President, Andrew Renton, Keeper of Art at the National Museum of Wales, Cardiff new President. 

Derrick Turner Competition 2019

The dates and themes for the upcoming Derrick Turner Prize are as follows: 

Category 1.      12th February.      ‘Urban Study’

Category 2.      26th February.      ‘Enclosed Space’

Works for the relevant category are to be handed in by 6.30 PM. The entry fee will be £2.50 per piece. Members are permitted to enter works into both categories if they wish. The First Prize in each category will be £50.00. Runners up in each category will win £25.00. The overall winner will receive the Derrick Turner Trophy. 

Most notably, a prestigious exhibition has been arranged for the top 20 entries (10 from each category) to show at the small Senedd Gallery for four weeks. This exhibition will run simultaneously with our Annual Exhibition. There will be no charge to hang the works. However, all exhibiting artists will be required to bring the pieces on the opening day and assist with hanging.

St. John the Baptist Church, Cardiff

We hope to hold an exhibition in April 2019 to help raise money for church funds. As it will be an open exhibition, there will be no selection process. Each member can enter up to 3 pieces. There will be a fee of £3.00 per painting. A 25% commission will be taken on sales.

More information on this exhibition will be given in the near future. We will soon ask for members to submit their names and number of intended pieces. If we have a good response, we could potentially have another exhibition in late summer of 2019.

Annual Exhibition 2019

Our Annual Exhibition will be held at the Futures Gallery (Pierhead Building) between Monday June 10th and Friday July 5th 2019.              The selection day will be Saturday 18th April. The hand-in period will be between 12:00 PM and 13:30 PM. The selection process will begin at 14:00 PM. The entry fee will be £ 2.50 per work.

Dates and times for the official opening and prize giving ceremony are to be confirmed. Our new President, Andrew Renton, Keeper of Art at the National Museum of Wales, Cardiff will present the silverware.

Margaret Lindsay Williams

Much celebrated artist Margaret Lindsay Williams (1888-1960) lived in Barry before establishing herself in London as a portrait artist to British and European royalty. Although she gained considerable recognition, her work has since been generally neglected. She exhibited with the South Wales Art Society and even became Vice President in 1931. In later years, both Barry Council and Windsor Road Congregational Church, Barry, have sold her work to raise funds.

Her funeral took place in Windsor Road Church. She is buried in Barry Cemetery; until recently, in an unmarked grave. ‘Friends of Merthyr Dyfan Cemetery’ have now erected a temporary plaque with the intention of placing a more permanent memorial in the future.

It has been suggested that the Society makes a small contribution to the fund set up to purchase a headstone, to be donated out of the raffle proceeds of the upcoming Christmas Social.
